Summary of Rules for 2010

1. A registration fee of $5 per racer is required.

Please make checks payable to Pack 89.

2. All registration activities must take place prior to race day.

Leaders must have all approved Tour Permits,  completed Parent Authorization Forms and Registration

Fees submitted to the committee by Monday, April 19, 2010. On the day of the race, each den leader will

receive a kit for their Scouts that will include all the information, tickets and ribbons for the day's activities.

3. Elevated safety requirements/changes made in 1996.

A “push bar" must be installed on all Cubmobiles to keep the Scouts that are pushing the car clear

of the wheels. Also, the steering safety blocks are required to be no more than .25 inches from the frame.

Every racer is required to wear the proper safety equipment while driving.

4. Optional footrest will be allowed (incorporated 1999).

At the request of some Packs, a footrest will be allowed on cars to discourage braking with the feet. Dens

should practice proper operation of the Cubmobile, including braking, prior to race day.

5. Participation rule clarification/changes made in 1996.

Each den registered in the event must have a minimum of four (4) Scouts participating. While dens may

merge to compete, the majority of the racers must be from the registered den. In addition, a den may not be

registered in the race and have other members of their den merge with other registered dens.

6. Cars will be closely inspected to the Cubmobile Spec Sheet found on the last page

2010 Cubmobile Derby Official Rules
1. Each Den Leader Must

a. Submit all Parent Permission Authorization Forms, Approved Tour Permits and Registration Fees to
the race committee no later than Monday, April 19, 2010.

2. Each Driver Must
  a.  Wear their Scout uniform, long pants and a long-sleeved shirt.

i. If Scout shirt is short-sleeved, Scouts can wear a long-sleeved T-shirt under their uniform shirt or a
jacket over the shirt.

ii. Elbow & kneepads are permissible.

b. Wear sneakers.

c. Wear a helmet and gloves.

d. Wear the seatbelt when driving the derby car.

3. Each Car Must Have (Please see Cubmobile spec sheet for actual specifications, on last page)
a. Working brakes with a rubber "drag" pad (or equivalent).

b. Wheels with a diameter no larger than 11 inches (wheel must be non-pneumatic).

   c. A stable "push bar."

d. Steering blocks no more than .25 inches from the flame.

e. Have a working seatbelt.

       f. Pass a pre-race inspection prior to racing. (Cars will be inspected to Cubmobile spec sheet)

g. An optional footrest to discourage the scouts from braking with their feet is strongly suggested.

4. Each Den Must
a. Have a minimum of 4 racers per car. 1 car per den is strongly recommended. Larger dens may
    have more then 1 car. A racer can only be registered to 1 car. Dens with more then 1 car must
    let us know on the registration forms what scouts are going to be with which car.

b. Have each contestant drive the car twice (once per lane) and push the car twice (once per lane.)

5. Eligibility
a. The race is open to all Scouts through first year Webelos.

6. Judging
   a. Timekeepers will collect times at the finish line.

b. Judges reserve the right to modify the rules at any time without prior notice.



c. Decisions of the judges are final.

d. Trophies will be presented to the den with the best average time.

e. All registered Scouts will receive participation ribbons.

7. Behavior
a.Disorderly or unsportsman like conduct will not be allowed. It is expected that all Scouts will
       behave appropriately. It is the responsibility of each den leader to control their den.

Pack 89 Judging and Awards

Racing Award

Pack 89 will award the coveted Cubmobile Trophy to the den/patrol with the best average time. The

trophy will have an engraved nameplate with the date and name of the winning den/patrol. The winning

den/patrol will have sole possession of this trophy and any rights and privileges associated with it for

the following year. At the announcement of next year's Cubmobile Derby, the reigning den/patrol will

turn over the trophy for the next year's competition.

Best Appearance Award
During the April monthly pack meeting, all of the registered cars participating in the Cubmobile Derby

will be displayed. The participating den leaders (one per den) will complete a ballot, judging the cars on

their appearance. Please note that den leaders must abstain from scoring their own cars. The cars will

receive points on their design, colors and creativity. Results will be tallied and the car with the highest

overall score wins the Best Appearance Trophy that they will then keep. The winner will be announced

at the end of the April Pack meeting. This is optional for each Pack to do for their boys.
